Or is this what happens when a young girl 
is sexually abused during her childhood and then given hormonal and 
surgical intervention and harm instead of help? What if I had been 
taught that I remove the men and boys from my life who were 
touching my breasts instead of being encouraged to remove my 
breasts themselves?

Of course being pregnant brought back my feelings of trauma. I 
learned that this is common. 

Men like Tony "Erin" Reed are desperate for detransitioners like me to 
turn back to self-harm to relieve pain, and I don't know why. As for 
me, I wish that people who feel like I do would learn to love and 
accept their bodies and that they don't need a doctor to help them be 
who they are. I wish for our health and for self-acceptance.”
